Incorrectly Referred to as Morinus Brullé, 1832

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Abstract—Morimus Brullé, 1832, is a valid name of the cerambycid genus incorrectly referred to as Morinus

Nomenclature of a well-known genus of the ceram-
bycid subfamily Lamiinae is discussed.

Until present, the name Morimus was attributed to
Audinet-Serville (1835). Yet it was Brullé (1832) who
first published this name with data providing its avail-
ability: “Lamia (Morinus  Serv. ined.) [lugubris
Fabr.”...“Lamia (Morinus Serv. ined.) funesta Fabr.,”
and, in the “Errata™ to the same publication: “Morinus,
lisez Morimus.” Sama (1992 : 126), having apparently
overlooked Brullé’'s correction in the “Errata,” which,
according to the International Code of the Zoological
Nomenclature (2004), is a justified emendation and, in
this particular case, corrected printer’s error according
to Articles 19.2, 32.5, 33.2.2, 33.2.3.1, 50.4, estab-
lished a synonymy “Morinus Brullé, 1832 = Morimus
Serville, 1835;” he also designated type species for
Morinus. Following G. Sama, many authors errone-
ously used the name Morinus Brullé, 1832 in the re-
cent literature, e.g., Pesarini and Sabbadini, 1994;
Althoff and Danilevsky, 1997; Slama, 1998; Vives,
2001; Sama, 2002, etc. Instead, Morimus Brullé, 1832
should be used as a valid name for this genus.
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
