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Study on Cerambycidae from West Malaysia
(Col.)
Part 1

In these several years from 1974, the Osaka KOchu DOkOkai has
continued to send the staff collector in every year to West Malaysia, by
the close cooperation of the society members under the direction of Mr.
Taichi Shibata, the Representative of the society and the very much
rich collections of Coleoptera have been accumulated at their hands from
many localities scattered in Malayan Peninsula. Up to the present,
more than 800 species consisting of several thousands examples of Cera-
mbycidae have been sent to the present author for research year by
year, through the courtesy of Mr. T. Shibata and the cooperative staffs.
It is believed that such rich Cerambycid collections from Malayan Penin-
sula would be an epoch-making and the greatest contribution which has
been previously unknown from the scientific history, to the knowledge of
Cerambycid-fauna of the area, after when all the result would be clarified.

In the present paper, twenty nine species and two genera belong-
ing to Disteniinae, Lepturinae and Cerambycinae are newly described
below with some systematic discussions are also added, based on the
collections, as the first report.

The present author is greatly indebted to Mr. T. Shibata, Mr, Y.
Kiyoyama, the collector of almost all materials and every cooperative
staffs of the Osaka KoOchu DOkOkai who are so kind enabling him freely
to study such valuable and much interesting materials and to publish
the result, to whom the present author wishes to thank for their gene-
rousity.

All the type specimens are deposited in the Collections of Mr. Tai-
chi Shibata and the present author.

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Disteniinae
Disteniini
Noemia cupreovividana sp. nov.

Body dark metallic cupreous green, antennae light reddish brown
from scape to eighth and infuscated at apices from fourth to eighth;
ninth and tenth whitish (eleventh missing), palpi reddish brown, last
joint of maxillary palpus blackish, labrum reddish brown, mandibles
black, legs blackish brown with light fulvous brown bases of femora.
Body furnished with fine fulvous pubescence and sparsely with long
fulvous hairs in general and densely at apical portions of tibiae.

Head abbreviated in front and dully constricted behind, frons very
short, transversely concave, with a median shining impression, clypeus
punctured, vertex dully concave, punctured, occiput shining with scarce
punctures, gena short and temple shining. Eyes coarsely faceted, slightly
emarginate. Antennae longer than body, surpassing elytral apices by
the bases of seventh joints, scape arcuate at base and clavate posteriorly
for more than its half length, second abbreviated, relative length of each
joint is as follows:- 8:0.5:7.5:9:9.5:95:9.5:9:8:6.5 (11th lack-
ing). Prothorax longer than broad, narrowly constricted just behind
apex and before base and again rather broadly so at some distance inside
from apex and base, with a nipple-like lateral tubercle at middle; disc
rather depressed, coarsely irregularly punctured on center and finely trans-
versely rugulate at apical and basal portions.  Scutellum tongue-shaped
with a shallow median impression on its posterior half. Elytra a little
broader than prothorax at base, gradually narrowed posteriroly to middle,
then almost parallel-sided for posterior half and narrowed at apical one-
sixth to rounded apices; disc weakly convex, coarsely striately punctured
in nine rows on each elytron, the spaces between punctures rows forming
longitudinal ridges. Body beneath finely punctulate, with a pair of
foveae at sides of each abdominal segment. ILegs slender and relatively
long, femora clavate shallowly, tibiae curved and dilated apically at fore
and mid-pairs and only dilated at hind pair, tarsi relatively short, dilated
apically.

Length, 11.5 mm., width, 2 mm.

Holotype, male, Gap, Malaysia, May 5, 1975, Y. Kiyoyama leg.
(Shibata Coll.).
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This new species differs from N. flavicornis Pascoe from Singapore,
Malaysia, Sumatra and Borneo and also .from N. stevensii Pascoe from
Borneo in bhaving dark metallic cupreous green body instead of deep
indigo-blue or bicolorous glossy green and black tipped with light testa-
ceous brown, and light reddish brown antennae with infuscated apices
from scape to eighth with whitish ninth and tenth, instead of yellow, etc.

Lepturinae
Xylosteini
Formosotoxotus malayanus sp. nov.

Body brownish red, not so densely covered with fulvous appressed
hairs; eyes brownish black and innersides of mandibles pitchy black.

Head broader than long, abbreviated in front, frons very short,
minutely semicircularly impressed at middle of apex and arcuately groov-
ed at apex, separating rather broad clypeus, with a deep median longi-
tudinal furrow starting from top of the impression backwards through
rather broad and dully concave vertex to plane occiput; gena shorter
than eye-diameter (ratio, 2.2 : 3), temple relatively short, gradually nar-
rowed posteriorly, continuing to rather ill-defined neck; maxillary palpus
long and slender, longer than labial palpus, the terminal joint of which
weakly clavate or narrow elliptical with truncate apex; head sparsely
finely punctured, Eyes relatively small, deeply emarginate and coarsely
faceted. Antennae inserted before eyes, shorter than body in male,
slender, scape short, thickened, relative length of each joint is as follows:-
4:1.2:3,3:3.5:45:4:4:4:3.5:3.5:4.3. Prothorax broader than
long (7.5:9), arcuate at apex, distinctly constricted behind apex, stro-
ngly conically tuberculate laterally at middle and shallowly constricted
before bisinuate base; disc convex, with two pairs of discal tubercles,
‘apical pair of which larger than basal pair, finely sparsely punctulate.
Scutellum elongate trigonate. Elytra fairly broader than pronotal base,

about twice as long as the basal width, parallel-sided and narrowly
obliquely truncate at apices; disc convex, sparsely punctured. Body
beneath finely punctulate. Legs of moderate length, femora weakly

thickened, tibiae dilated apically with two terminal spurs respectively,
tarsi short, dilated apically, third joint deeply emarginate to near base,
the lobes of which rounded at apices, first hind tarsal joint as long as
the following two joints united together.
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Length, 10 mm., width, 3,1 mm. (Paratype, length, 15 mm., width,
5 mm.)

Holotype (Hayashi Coll.), male, Cameron Highlands, Pahang, Ma-
laysia, 1974 - 1975, Local collector leg.; paratype, female, the same data
as holotype (Shibata Coll.). |

This new species differs [rom the unique known congener and the
type species of the genus, F. euripilosus (Kano) from Taiwan in having
broader head and apex of prothorax, sharper discal tubercles on prono-
tum, strongly dilated tibiae and fulvous hairs on body, instead of greyish.

Genus Formosotoxo!us Hayashi is firstly recorded from Malaysia
here, besides Taiwan.

Lepturini
Stenoleptura fuscosignata sp. nov.

Body black, mouthparts and eyes brown, antennal scapes and fore
femora brownish, bases of femora fulvous brown, fifth abdominal segment
reddish brown; body covered with thin fulvous grey pubescence, elytra
decorated with thin fulvous grey pubescent markings as the following
manner:- a large inverted triangular marking at basal half, leaving a
common black elliptical mark at middle and a transverse broad band at
apex; antennae dark whitish brown at seventh excepting narrow black
apex, basal half of eighth and base of ninth joints.

Body minute, narrow and slender, head broader than pronotal base
(ratio, 6.8 : 6) (incl. well developed eyes), finely closely punctured,
clypeus punctured, frons with a short triangular impression at apex and
a deep fine median longitudinal furrow through dully concave vertex to
apical half of occiput, genae short, temples also short, distinctly narrowed
posteriorly with dull hind angles to neck. Eyes large, almost occupy-
ing sides of head. Antennae scarcely arriving at elytral apices, slender,
relative length of each joint is as follows:- 4:0.7:4.2:3.7:4.3:4:
3.7:3.5:3.2:2.7:3.5. Prothorax campanuliform, strongly constricted
behind apex, very shallowly so at some distance before bisinuate base,
arcuately expanded medially at sides before base; disc closely punctured,
with two pairs of large punctures laterally before base, with shallow
hind angles. Scutellum triangular. Elytra broader than pronotal base,
narrowed posteriorly to middle, then slightly broadened to before apices
which are emarginate with sharp marginal angles and suture dehiscent
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apically from a little distance from apices; disc convex, subcoarsely

closely punctured throughout. Body beneath [inely closely punctured
and covered with pubescence on breast and finely punctulate on abdo-
men. Legs long and slender, hind femora nearly arriving at elytral

apices, first hind tarsal joint 1.5 times as long as the following two
joints united together (9 :6).

Length, 11 mm., width, 2 mm.

Holotype (Hayashi Coll.), male, Tanah Rata, Malaysia, January
22, 1976, Y. Kiyoyama leg.: paratypes, 1 female, the same data as holo-
type (Shibata Coll.), 1 female, the same locality, January 23, 1976, Y.
Kiyoyama leg. (Hayashi Coll.).

This new species differs from the known congeners in having
almost entirely black body, not having fulvous yellow markings, but
fulvous grey pubescent markings, and long apically dilated elytra, etc.

Stenoleptura malayana sp. nov.

Body black, terminal joint of antenna reddish brown, fore legs and
bases of mid- and hind femora light fulvous brown, and elytra decorated
with a pair of narrow, long inverted triangular fulvous brown vittae
occupying on almost all length. Body covered with fulvous pubes-
cence in general, with ochraceous pubescence on prothorax and elytral
light colored vittae and with black pubescence on antennae, elytral black
portions and on legs.

Minute species; head finely closely punctured, nearly as broad as
pronotal base, fairly abbreviated in front and distinctly constricted at a
short distance behind eyes, frons short, subvertical, broader than long,
concave along a median longitudinal furrow, extending backward through
dully triapgularly concave vertex to occiput, leaving a triangular shining
punctulate area at apex, separating short punctured clypeus by a dull
transverse impression, gena very short, vertex rather broad between al-
most not raised antennal tubercles, temple roundly expanded posteriorly.
Antennae short, only surpassing middle of elyta in male, shallowly
dilated posteriorly from third to seventh and narrowed to apex at ter-
minal joint, weakly flattened, relative length of each joint is as follows:-
3.5:05:28:2.3:2:2:2:1.9:1.8:1.6:2.3. Prothorax slightly
broader than long at base (ratio, 5 :5.,5), campanuliform, fairly constrict-
ed just behind apex, then gradually broadened to strongly bisinuate
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base with well developed hind angles; disc strongly convex, especially at
premedian center, arcuately expanded laterally before middle, almost
subvertical at sides, finely very closely punctured. Scutellum narrow
triangular. Elytra slightly broader than pronotal base (5.5:6), 3.5
times as long as the basal width, almost straightly narrowed posteriorly
to narrowly obliquely truncate apices with sharp marginal angles; disc
somewhat depressed, subcoarsely closely punctured. Body beneath mic-
ropunctulate in general. Legs long and slender, femora weakly thickened,
hind tarsus longer than respective tibia, first hind tarsal joint fairly
longer than the following two joints united together.

Length, 7.9 mm., width, 1.3 mm.

Holotype (Hayashi Coll.), male, Gap, Malaysia, March 26, 1974, Y.
Kiyoyama leg.; paratypes, 2 males, the same data as holotype, 1 male &
2 females, Gap, March 27, 1974, 1 male, Gap. March 21, 1975 and 1
male, Gap, April 2, 1975, Y. Kiyoyama leg. (Shibata & Hayashi Coll.).

Paratype (female): Body black, prothorax and mesepisternum
light reddish brown, fore legs somewhat infuscated. Antennae shorter,
arriving only at basal one third of elytra. Elytra parallel-sided for
basal three quarters. ‘

Variation: In males, apical four to five joints of antennae light
fulvous and fore legs infuscated. In a female, elytral ochraceous lon-
gitudinal vittae developed anteriorly covering elytral humeri.

This new species differs from S. longitarsus Gressitt from Northern
Borneo in having longer body, broader prothorax instead of longer one,
with relatively narrower base and finely closely pnnctured disc and
quite different black vittae on elytre, instead of only apically infuscated
elytra. Genus Stenoleptura Gressitt is firstly reported from West
Malaysia.

Genus Pseudoparanaspia Gen. Nov.

This new genus differs from the closest ally, Paranaspia Matsu-
shita et Tamanuki in having long and slenderer body, antennae shorter
than body even in male, dilated apically and fusiform, with fourth joint
a little shorter than third and elytra elongate, parallel-sided or dilated
apically, truncate at apices with minute but sharp marginal angles;
instead of shorter and robuster body, longer antennae of filiform with
distinctly shorter fourth joint than third, and roundly subtruncate elytral
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apex with no sharp marginal angles in Paranaspia.
Type species : Pseudoparanaspia parallelipennis sp. nov.

Pseudoparanaspia parallelipennis sp. nov.

Body narrow, elongate and parallel-sided; black, elytra dark red,
bases of first tarsal joints of mid- and hind pairs reddish.  Body cover-
ed with silky appressed reddish carmin hairs densely on elytra and
sparsely on -pronotum, and with fulvous appressed hairs scantly on occi-
put, rather densely on prothorax and body beneath, and with black
appressed hairs on antennae and legs.

Head shallowly punctulate, longer than prothorax (ratio, 5:4)
(from apex of mandible to neck), frons subvertical, longitudinally con-
cave at middle with a fine median longitudinal furrow prolonging back-
wards through dully concave vertex to occiput, gena very short, temple
also short, narrowed posteriorly and dully angulate at base, continuing
to strongly constricted neck. Eyes large, a little emarginate internally,
almost occupying sides of head, occiput between eyes rather broad.
Antennae shorter than body, only arriving at posterior quarter of elytra,
scape short and weakly thickened, third to seventh weakly dilated at
both sides of apices and third to eleventh compressed, relative length of
each joint is as follows:- 2.3:0.6:2.5:2.3:2.5:2.5:2.3:2.3:2.1:
1.8 :2.5. Prothorax broader than long (ratio, 4 :5), at the basal maxi-
mum width, campanuliform, distinctly and very narrowly constricted
just behind apex and again so at some distance behind apex, arcuately
expanded laterally at middle, then shallowly broadened posteriorly to
base with sharp hind angles, but not embracing elytral humeri; disc
strongly convex at premedian center, closely punctured. Scutellum
narrow triangular, Elytra elongate, about 3.6 times as long as the
basal width, almost parallel-sided in general, gradually narrowed at some
distance from base to just before middle, then weakly broadened post-
eriorly to apical one sixth, and broadly obliquely truncate at apices; disc
convex, sparsely punctured. Body beneath sparsely punctulate. Legs
slender and long, femora very weakly thickened, tibiae slightly arcuate
and dilated to apices, first hind tarsal joint distinctly longer than the
following two joints united together (ratio, 8 :5.3).

Length, 7.5 mm., width, 1.5 mm.

Paratype: Body black, temples brownish yellow, prothorax and
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scutellum dark reddish black, elytra red, tipped with black at apex,
bases of first tarsal joints light red, hind tarsi reddish brown, lateral
portions of first abdominal segment red. Body covered with reddish
carmin appressed hairs on pronotum and rather densely on elytra.

Antennae arriving at middle of elytra, flattened, dilated from bases
and parallel to apices from third to tenth joints, relative length of each
joint is as follows:- 2 5:0,7:3:2.5:2.7:25:2.5:2:2:1.7:2.3.
Elytra 3.5 times as long as the basal width, slightly broadened poste-
riorly to apices. (Female)

Length, 9.5 mm., width, 2 mm.

Holotype (Hayashi Coll.), male, Ulu Behndol, Kuala Pilah, Malay-
sia, January 10, 1976, Y. Kiyoyama leg.: paratypes, 2 males, the same
data as holotype; 1 female, the same locality, January 9, 1976, Y. Kiyo-
yame leg. (Shibata & Hayashi Coll.).

Pseudoparanaspia nigra sp. nov.

Body extremely narrow and slender; entirely black, subnitid, only
excepting light brownish extreme elytral humeri, thinly covered with
dark fulvous pubescence in general and with black hairs on antennae
and legs.

Head as long as prothorax, slightly narrower than pronotal base
(ratio, 4.5:5), frons short and transverse, triangularly impressed at
apex which is impunctate and shining, apex of which transversely groov-
ed separating punctured clypeus from finely punctured frons, frons with
a dull longitudinal median furrow extending backward through dully
concave vertex to closely punctured occiput, occiput broad, convex at
middle of base, strongly constricted behind, vertex subvertical, clypeus
and mouthparts prolonged ahead, gena very short, temple short, dist-
inctly narrowed behind forming a dull angle, continuing to transversely
narrowed neck, antennal tubercles weakly raised. Eyes large, almost
occupying sides of head, slightly emarginate internally. Antennae in
male shorter than body, arriving at apical one sixth of elytra, slender,
scape short, weakly thickened, relative length of each joint is as follwos:-
1.9:0.6:2.9:2.5:2.7:2.4:2.5:2.3:2.1:1.9:2.5. Prothorax broad-
er than long at the basal maximum width (4:5), campanuliform,
narrowly strongly constricted just behind apex, shallowly again narrowed
behind apical constriction, then broadened posteriorly to sharply produ-
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ced hind angles of base, arcuately expanded laterally at middle; disc
closely punctured, convex at premedian center, and strongly bisinuate
at base. Scutellum triangular. ILlytra narrow and elongate, 4 times
as long as the basal width, base broad, shallowly narrowed posteriorly
to middle and broadened to apical one seventh, and broadly obliquely
truncate at apices with sharp marginal spines; disc convex, subclosely
punctnred. Body beneath very finely sparsely punctulate. Legs
slender and long,

Length, 7. 25 mm., width, ] mm.

Holotype (Hayashi Coll.), male, Tanah Rata, Pahang, Malaysia,
January 21, 1976, Y. Kiyoyama leg.; paratypes, 1 female, the same
locality, January 22, 1976, Y. Kiyoyama leg. (Shibata Coll.); 2 males,
Cameron Highlands, Tanah Rata, March 16 & 19, 1976, K. Sakai leg.
(Hayashi Coll.).

Pseudoparanaspia laticornis sp. nov.

Head, pronotum, scutellum and elytra reddish carmin, body be-
neath, antennae and legs black (excepting bases of femora, extreme beses
of tibiae and bases of tarsal joints reddish). Body decorated with
black as the following manner:- on vertex, a short longitudinal mark at
occiput, apices of genae, sides of neck and apical two sevenths of elytra.
Body covered with silky reddish carmin appressed hairs on pronotum,
scutellum and almost all elytra, with fulvous pubescence on head and
body beneath, and with short black hairs on black portions of dorsum
and antennae. Additionally black apical portions of elytra with pearl-
like pale blue tint.

Head fairly narrower than pronotal base (ratio, 6.5 : 8.5), a little
longer than prothorax (6 :7), densely punctured, frons short, leaving a
triangular impunctate shining area at apex with a median dull longitud-
inal furrow starting from the top of the triangle, extending backward
through dully concave vertex to apical half of occiput, occiput tubercul-
ate at middle, gena nearly as long as temple which are short, the latter
narrowed posteriorly forming a dull hind angle to distinct neck.
Antennae fusiform, relatively short, only surpassing middle of elytra,
scape short and rather slender, third to tenth joints somewhat flattened,
relative length of each joint is as follows:- 3:0.7:4:3.3:3.5:3.3:
3.3:3:2.9:2.7:3.1. Prothorax nealy trigonate, broader than long at
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the basal maximum width (6 :8.5), distinctly narrow at apex (4), nar-
rowly constricted behind apex, fairly broadened posteriorly to strongly
bisinuate base with sharp hind angles; disc convex, coarsely closely
punctured. Scutellum triangular. Elytra three times as long as the
basal width, parallel-sided for nearly basal one third, then shallowly
broadened posteriorly to apical one seventh and broadly obliquely trun-
cate at apices with short sharp marginal spines; disc covered by hairs.
Body beneath very finely closely punctulate. Legs long and slender,
first hind tarsal joint longer than the following two joints united toge-
ther (11 :6.5).

Length, 13 mm., width, 3 mm.

Holotype (Hayashi Coll.), female, Ulu Bendol, Kuala Pilah, Ma-
laysia, January 9, 1976, Y. Kiyoyama leg.; paratype, male, the same
locality, January 8, 1976, Y. Kiyoyama leg. (Shibata Coll.).

Paratype: Body black, head light yellowish brown, clypeus, middle
of froms, vertex and central portion of occiput black, prothorax and
elytra red, the former margined with black at apex, the latter black at
apical one third on which with pearl-like pale blue tint, forecoxae and
lower bases of femora light yellowish brown, bases of fore- and large
parts of mid- and hind first tarsal joints light reddish and the rest of
tarsi reddish black. Body covered with reddish carmin appressed hairs
on pronotum and elytra, with black pubescence on antennae and legs
and with fulvous pubescence on body beneath and tarsi. ‘ ;

Antennae arriving at middle of elytra, slenderer than in female,
relative length of each joint is as follows:- 3:0.7:3.5:2.7:2.8:2.5:
2.3:2.3:2:2:2.3. Prothorax slightly canaliculate just inside of hind
angles. Elytra 3.4 times as long ss the basal width, very gradually
narrowed posteriorly to apices; disc convex, Hind tarsus longer than
respective tibia, first joint of which a little shorter than twice of second
and third joints united together. Length, 11 mm., width, 2.3 mm.

Pseudoparanaspia semiephies sp. nov.

Body rather stout, entirely black, and covered with dense silky
black appressed hairs; bases of genae and gula yellowish brown, temples
dark brown, occiput with rwo dark reddish markings at sides, mouth-
parts brownish, and. bases ol [irst and second tarsal joints of mid- and
hind pairs pale reddish.
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Body elongate and almost parallel-sided; head rather small, narrow-
er than pronotal base, slightly longer than width, shortly prolonged
ahead, and distinctly constricted at a short distance behind eyes, forming
a distinct neck, finely closely granulate; frons short, inclined with a
narrow triangular impression at apex and a median deep longitudinal
furrow extending backward through triangularly concave vertex to occi-
put, clypeus finely punctured, vertex subvertical, occiput broad, temples
short, almost rectangularly turned to neck; antennal tubercles well deve-
loped. Eyes rather small, emarginate internally. Antennae short,
thick, compressed, dilated posteriorly just behind bases to both sides,
fusiform from third to tenth, arriving at middle of elytra, relative length
of each joint is as follows:- 4:0.8:4.3:3.3:3.8:3.5:3.3:2.9:2.9:
3.8. Prothorax trigonate, broader than long at the basal width, (ratio,
7 : 10), narrowed at apex, constricted just behind apex, then distinctly
broadened posteriorly to strongly bisinuate base with sharply produced
hind angles and slightly roundly inflated laterally just before middle;
disc convex, finely densely granulate and dully canaliculate at sides of
median lobe of basal bisinuation. Scutellum triangular. Elytra 3.1
times as long as the basal width, a little broader than pronotal base,
gradually broadened posteriorly almost straightly to broadly obliquely
truncate apices with short marginal spines; disc convex, with three dull
costae, the outer most shallow, inner two distinct, finely closely punct-
ured throughout. Body beneath shining, finely closely micropunctulate.

- Legs slender, hind pair long, hind tarsus longer than respective tibia
(6 :7.5), first joint of which longer than the following two united toge-
ther (12 : 7).

Length, 11 mm., width, 2 mm.

Holotype (Hayashi Coll.), male, Tanah Rata, Pahang, Malaysia,
January 22, 1976, Y. Kiyoyama leg.; paratypes, 1 male, the same locali-
ty, January 23, 1976, Y. Kiyoyama leg.; 1 female, the same data as
holotype (Shibata & Hayashi Coll.).

Paratype (male): Antennal respective length of each joint is as
follows:- 3.3:0.7:4:3.5:4:3.5:3.7:3.5:3.3:2.9:3.7. Prothorax
narrower than in female (ratio, 5:7), Elytra 3.7 times as long as the
basal width, gradually narrowed posteriorly to middle, then broadened
to just before broadly obliquely truncate apices with minute sharp mar-
ginal spines, not covering apex of fourth and fifth abdominal segments.
Hind tarsus as long as respective tibia.

Head narrower than pronotal base, longer than width, finely closely
granulate, clypeus punctured, frons transversely grooved at apex, with a
deep ovate fovea at base just before antennal tubercles, vertex dully
triangularly concave with a fine median longitudinal furrow extending
backward to occiput, genae relatively long, temples narrowed posteriorly
through dully angulate hind angles to distinctly constricted neck.

Body furnished with sparse yellow hairs and antennae ciliated with long
hairs beneath.

Head relatively coarsely and irregularly punctured, frons a little
convex with a deep longitudinal furrow extending backward to vertex,
occiput very narrow between upperlobes of eyes and gradually narrowed
posteriorly, gena very short. Eyes separated into upper and lower
parts, large, coarsely faceted, lower part larger than upper part, occupy-
ing almost all the side of head.

This new species differs from 7. filiformis Perraud from India
and Ceylon, in having inverted trigonate prothorax, instead of subcylind-
rical, longer' elytra with coarse and sparse punctures, instead of closely
and rather strongly punctured elytra, and relatively longer third anten-
nal joint.

Oplatocera (Epioplatocera) shibatai sp. nov.

Body light reddish brown in general, yellowish brown on anten-
nae, elytra, breast and femora, and decorated with blackish brown or
black as the following manner :- mandibles narrowly margined with
black, eyes largely blackish brown, head with a narrow median longitud-
inal black line, prothorax with three pairs of longitudinal vittae, central
pair of which rather broad parentheses on slight elevations on disc,

This new species differs from O. (E.) oberthuri Gahan from Nor-
thern India in having slenderer body, denser hairs on antennae, broader
and premedially expanded laterally prothorax with stouter lateral tuber-
cles, finer rugulose elytra and different dark brownish black markings
on body. Genus Oplatocera White is firstly reported from Malaysia.

Body light reddish fulvous brown on head and prothorax, blackish
brown on scutellum, elytra fulvous, decorated with two pairs of blackish
brown vittae, one pair of which at base including humeri, extending

backward along margins and another pair starting from base near scu-

This new species differs from S. sericeus Aurivillius from Sandakan,
Sabah, Borneo in having brownish elytra with a blackish common trian-
gular marking on basal half, instead of black elytra decorated with silver
white transverse fasciae in the latter.

Molorchini
Genus Elongatomerionoeda Gen. Nov,

Body narrow and slender, somewhat depressed; head slightly broa-
der than prothorax, abbreviated in front, frons short and transverse,
separating clypeus by a deep transverse groove, vertex transversely raised
and dully triangulariy concave at middle, occiput convex behind, genae
shorter than eye diameter and temples almost parallel. Evyes finely
faceted, distinctly emarginate, upperlobes narrow and small, lowerlobes
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round and large. Antennae long and slender, twice as long as body
in male, scape short and weakly thickened, third joint a little shorter
than fourth, but more than twice as long as scape, [ifth and the succe-
edings long. Prothorax cylindrical, as long as broad, arcuately produced
ahead at apex, roundly expanded laterally at middle and arcuately emar-
ginate at base; disc uneven. Elytra abbreviated and parallel-sided,
only covering mid- and hind thoracic sterna and basal half of abdomen,
fairly broader than prothorax, with rounded apices. Procoxal cavity
open posteriorly and the coxae produced. Legs long and very slender,
hind femora exceeding the end of body, tibia with a terminal spur.

Abdomen normal in malec.
Type species: Elongatomerionoeda elegans sp. nov.

This new genus is readily distinguishable from the known genera
of Molorchini in having extraordinally long and slender antennae and
legs, long and somewhat depressed body and relatively flat, long but
abbreviated elytra, etc.

Elongatomerionoeda elegans sp. nov,

Delicate and elegant species; body fulvous orange, apices of mand-
ibles pitchy black, eyes blackish brown, antennae brownish black, apical
one fifth of elytra dull black, folded portions of hind wings black, legs
pitchy brownish black, excepting bases of femora light fulvous orange,
fore femora pitchy reddish, tibiae light brown and tarsi brownish. Body
thinly covered with fine whitish fulvous pubescence in general and third
to eleventh antennal joints densely covered with fine brownish pubescen-
ce and additionally with short fulvous hairs on undersides of antennae
and legs.

Head finely and densely punctulate, clypeus rather sparsely pun-
ctured and shining, frons with a fine median longitudinal furrow extend-
ing backward to vertex. Relative length of each joint of antennae is as
follows:- 5:1:11.5:14:17:13.56:11:10.5:10:10: 13 in male.
Prothorax narrowly finely margined just insides of apex and base, and
again weakly constricted behind apex and distinctly so before base; disc
finely densely asperate-punctulate as on head, with two pairs of dull
callosities at sides just inside of apical and basal constrictions. Scutellum
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inverted trigonate, shallow]y rounded at sides. Elytra short, weakly
narrowed posteriorly to apical one fifth and dilated to separately rounded
apices, dehiscent at suture on apical quarter; disc shallowly sparsely
punctured with a pair of pale yellow longitudinal lines and reflexed
slightly at apical quarter. Body beneath finely sparsely punctured,
shining. Fore legs of moderate length, mid- and hind pair distinctly
longer than the former, femora pedunculate and weakly clavate, tibiae
arcuate and tarsi relatively long, first hind tarsal joint more than twice
as long as the following two joints united together.

Length, 12 mm., width, 2.8 mm.

Holotype (Hayashi Coll.), male, Cameron. Highlands, Tanah Rata,
Malaysia, 1975-1976, Local collector leg.; paratype (Shibata Coll.), female,
the same data as holotype.

Macromolorchus coeruleus (Aurivillius) Comb. nov.

Merionoeda coevuleus Aurivillius, 1923, Arkiv f. Zool., 15/25:7 (N. Borneo:
Brunei)

The hind femora of this species strongly clavate at apical halves
with dense erect black hairs and the corresponding tibiae furnished with
a dense brush of black stiff hairs at apical halves. Body broader than
the nominal species of Merionoeda with dentate antennal joints.  These
features indicate this species belongs to Macromolorchus Pic.

Material examined: 1 female, Gap, Malaysia, April 3, 1975, Y. Ki-
yoyama leg. (Hayashi Coll.). New to W. Malaysia.

Distribution : Borneo (Brunei), Malay Peninsula.

Rosaliini
Callichvomopsis albosignaius sp. nov.

Small and elegant species; body black, decorated with thin greyish
white pubescent markings, margined at sides of prothorax and broadly
banded at basal one fifth of elytra, with dense white pubescent vittae
as the following manner :- first a pair of short oblique vittae at sides of
second one fifth of elytra, second a long inverted arrow head common
marking at median half near suture, the posterior apices of which prolong-
ed obliquely backward and third a short triangular one each at sutural
corner of apical portion of elytron. Body beneath densely covered with
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white sericeus pubescence. Antennae black, apical half of sixth and
seventh yellowish white.

Body relatively short, appendages long and slender; head nearly as
broad as prothorax, vertical in front, frons broad, densely punctured,
clypeus shining, sparsely punctured, vertex broad, shallowy concave, with
a median longitudinal furrow or a apir of shining longitudinal costae,
occiput coarsely closely punctured. Antennal tubercles weakly raised,
antennae long and slender, nearly twice as long as body, scape short,
thickened to apex, coarsely closely punctured as on occiput, second short-
er than its apical width, third and the {ollowings slender, fourth and
fifth inwardly dentate at apices, sixth to tenth sharply dilated ectoapica-
lly and eleventh appendiculate at apex; relative length of each joint is
as follows:- 4:1:85:7:7.5:7.5:7:6.5:5:4:6. Prothorax cylind-
rical, slightly longer than broad (ratio, 9:8), shallowly arcuate at sides,
weakly constricted behind apex and before base, disc rather plane, coar-
sely closely, somewhat reticulately punctured, rugosely at apex and bist-
riate at base, densely covered with short erect black hairs. Scutellum
trigonate. Elytra distinctly broader than prothorax, 2.5 times as long
as the basal width, roundly developed at humeri, almost straightly nar-
rowed posteriorly to broadly transversely truncate apices; disc asperate
or irregularly granulate at basal quarter and densely covered with black
silky pubescence on the others besides whitish vittae. Legs long and
slender, femora weakly clavate, hind pair distinctly surpassing apex of
body, tibiae slightly arcuate and dilated apically, tarsi relatively slender,
first hind tarsal joint depressed, twice as long as the following two joints
united together.

Length, 9 mm., width. 2.5 mm.

Holotype (Hayashi Coll.), male, Gap, Malaysia, April 3, 1975, Y.
Kiyoyama leg.; Paratype, male, the same locality, March 27, 1975, Y.
Kiyoyama leg. (Shibata Coll.). |

This new species differs from C. ftelephoroides (Westwood) from
Ceylon in having black body decorated with grey and white pubescent
markings, instead of orange-red body with black apical one third of elytra.

Pyrestini
Cymaterus plicaticollis sp. nov.
Body red, mat on dorsum; brownish black on antennae, body be-
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neath and legs; vertex, genae and temples blackish, elytra decorated with

black on suture, margins and apical portions. Body covered with very
fine fulvous tomentose scantly on dorsum, rather sparsely on legs and
densely on body beneath and undersides of legs. Antennae covered

with red pubescence.

Head longer than broad, prolonged ahead, arcuately impressed and
broadly carinate laterally in frons, circularly carinate at antennal tuber-
cles, vertex with two short longitudinal carinae which curved outward
posteriorly at apex of occiput, occiput finely asperate, genae short, (0.5
times as long as eye diameter. Antennae shorter than body, strongly
serrate, scape short and thickened, produced ectoapically, from third to
tenth joints flattened and dilated to apices, stronger in fifth to tenth,
than in third and fourth, and eleventh constricted before apex, relative
length of each joint is as follows:- 4:1:3,7:2.7:3.5:3.5:3.5:3.2:
3.5:2.2:3.5. Prothorax as broad as long, constricted behind apex and
bofore base, rounded at sides: disc flattened, transversely plicate in 16
TOWS. Scutellum small, triangular, covered with red pubescence. Ely-
tra a little broader than prothorax at base, about 2.2 times as long as
the basal width, slightly narrowed posteriorly to conjointly rounded apex
with minute sutural spines; disc punctured, scarcely covered with red
tomentose. Body beneath coarsely somewhat rugosely punctured on
breast and finely punctured on abdomen. Femora clavate, bicarinate
beneath, tibiae compressed, dilated apically and carinate inside, tarsi
dilated apically, first tarsal joint compressed.

Length, 12.7 mm., width, 3.4 mm.

Holotype (Shibata Coll.), female, Lenggong, Malaysia, May 24, 1975,
Y. Kiyoyama leg.

This new species differs from C. torridus Pascoe from Ellopura, N.
Borneo in having conjointly rounded elytral apex, finely fulvous pubes-
cence on body beneath and quite different colouration and markings of
body.

Genus Cymaterus Pascoe is firstly reported from West Malaysia.

Prothemini
Erythrus atrofuscus sp. nov.

Body entirely black, mat; body covered with black stiff hairs spar-
sely on dorsum, densely on antennae and legs beneath, with fulvous
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pubescence on body beneath.

Head narrow, prolonged ahead, rugosely punctured, frons long, long-
itudinally elliptically convex, divided from lateral portions by parenthe-
ses impressions with a pair of carinae separating narrow and elongate
genae. Eves finely faceted, distinctly emarginate; antennal tubercles
small but raised, antennae shorter than body, arriving at apical one fifth
of elytra in male, strongly serrate from fifth to tenth joints, scape thi-
ckened to apex, third and fourth thickened to apices, eleventh minutely
emarginate at outer apex, relative length of each joint is as follows:- 6:
1.5:6.5:4:5:5.5:55:5:4.5:4:6. Prothorax a little broader than
long, narrowed at apex, constricted behind apex, then distinctly broaden-
ed to just before the basal narrow constriction; disc strongly convex,
strongly transversely rugose with five tubercles, three on center, the two
remainings lateral before base. Scutellum triangular, rounded at sides.
Elytra a little broader than prothorax, once narrowed behind to basal
one fifth, then gradually broadened posteriorly to apical one fifth and
narrowed to rounded apices with small sutural spines; disc convex, moder-
ately rugose, with a pair of distinct carinae. Body beneath finely
closely punctured on breast, very finely punctured on abdomen. Legs
of moderate length, femora slender, weakly compressed, tibiae relatively
short and arcuate, fore and mid- tarsi dilated apically, hind pair rather
stender, first hind tarsal joint as long as the following two joints united
together.

Length, 16.5 mm., width, 4 mm.

Holotype (Hayashi Coll.), male, Cameron Highlands, Tanah Rata,
Malaysia, 1975, Local collector leg.; paratype, 1 female, the samd data as
holotype (Shibata Coll.).

Paratype : Body stouter and bigger than male, antennae less serrate
and shorter than in male, arriving only at middle of elytra.

This new species differs from the known congeners in having enti-
rely black and mat body, with transversely strongly rugose prothorax
and rugose elytra.

Euryarvthrum elegans sp. nov.
Body black, mat; margined with a narrow band of pale yellow

dense pubescence at base of pronotum, decorated with a pair of oblique
vittae of dense red pubescence, about two thirds length of elytra along
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suture of mediobasal disc; mesepisternum and middle and posterior por-
tions of metasterna also densely covered with pale yellowish pubescence.

Head prolonged and inclined in front, finely rugosely punctured,
frons longer than broad, vertex narrow, coarsely rugosely punctured,
with a median longitudinal deep furrow,occiput granulate. Eyes large,
distinctly emarginate, finely faceted. Antennae a little shorter than
body, stout, scape long, thickened to apex and curved, rugosely punctu-
red, third to fifth slightly thickened to apices, sixth to tenth flattened
and strongly serrate ectoapically, and eleventh flattened and emarginate
laterally before apex, second to fifth punctured, sixth to eleventh finely
punctulate, mat. Prothorax as long as broad, strongly constricted behind
apex and before base, rounded laterally at middle; disc convex, coarse-
ly and rugosely punctured. Scutellum small, triangular, subnitid.
Elytra a little broader than prothorax, about 2.6 times as long as the
basal width, gradually narrowed posteriorly to rounded apices with long
sharp sutural spines; disc depressed at red pubescent vittae and tuber-
culate at base near scutellum, distinctly bicarinate along suture and
margins, coarsely densely reticulately punctured. Body beneath finely
punctured on prosternum, mesepisternum, metepimeron and metepistern-
um, finely punctulate on metasternum and abdomen. Legs relatively
long, femora compressed, carinated beneath, tibiae arcuate, fore and mid-
tarsi short, dilated apically, hind tarsi long and slender, first joint of
which longer than the following two joints united together (ratio, 9:6).

First abdominal segment longer than each of all remaining segments,
fifth biemarginate apically, leaving a sharp median angle.

Length, 14 mm., width, 3 mm.

Holotype (Shibata Coll.), male, Gap, Malaysia, March 25, 1974, Y.
Kiyoyama leg.

This new species differs from the known congeners in having red
oblique vittae on elytra and pale yellowish pubescence on a narrow band
at base of pronotum and body beneath.

Callichromini
Aromia malayana sp. nov.

Body unicolour dark violet, with slight greenish tint, and dark blue
on antennae and legs.
Frons shining with scarce fine punctures, with a deep median long-
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itudinal furrow, extending backward through vertex to occiput, vertex
triangularly concave, sparsely punctured, occiput rugose, antennal tuber-
cles raised and angulate externally, gena shining, sparsely punctured.
Antennae about 1.4 times as long as body in male, scape short, thickened
to apex which is sharply angulate externally, densely sculptured and
longitudinally canaliculate, fourth to ninth slightly dilated ectoapically
and carinate at side, and eighth to tenth compressed; relative length of
each joint is as follows:- 4:0.8:7.5:6.5:7.5:7.5:6.7:5.5:5.5:5:
8.5. Prothorax broader than long, strongly constricted behind apex and
shallowly so before base, sharply and strongly conically tuberculate later-
ally at middle; disc almost transversely rugulose and intermixed with
coarse and close punctures at medioposterior and lateral portions, and
finely closely punctured at prelateral portions, uneven, with a distinct
pair of discal tubercles at lateroposterior portions and a short median
impunctate shining area medioposteriorly. Scutellum triangular with
sharp apex, medially shining. Elytra 2,8 times as long as the basal
width, a little broader than the maximum width of prothorax, gradually
narrowed posteriorly from base to basal one fifth, then shallowly widened
to apical one third and again narrowed to angulately terminated apices;
disc weakly convex, with three pairs of discal dull costae, intricated
rugosus in general and very shortly transversely on costae and suture.
Body beneath densely punctulate and also sparsely punctate, abdomen
dull, six segmented, fifth arcuately emarginate at apex and sixth shorter
that fifth. Legs slender, femora weakly thickened, tibiae shallowly
dilated apically, first hind tarsal joint compressed, a little longer than the
following two joints united together.

Length, 34 mm., width, 7 mm.

Holotype (Shibata Coll.), male, Cameron Highlands, Pahang, Malay-
sia, 1974-1975, Local collector leg.

This new species differs from A. moschata moschata (Linne) of
Palearctic region in having finely scarcely punctured frons, broader pro-
thorax with sharp and strongly tubercles and almost transversely rugulose
prothoracic disc with different discal tubercles and quite different colour-
ation of body. The Palearctic genus Aromia Serville is firstly reported
from such Oriental tropical Malaysia.
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Chloridolum (Chloridolum) bivittaticollis sp. nov.

Body metallic green, mandibles black, clypeus brown, margined
with black, maxillary palpi brownish yellow, infuscated at basal halves of
terminal joints, labial palpi blackish, eyes black, antennae black with
scarce violet tint at basal joints, prothorax decorated with a pair of short
dark Dblue vittae covered with black hairs on disc, scutellum margined
with golden tint, elytra decorated with two pairs of dark blue longitu-
dinal vittae, one pair along suture and another laterally on disc, some-
what golden green between the both vittae. Body beneath light green,
gula cupreous, neck and apical collar beneath blackish blue. Legs black
with steel blue or violet tint. Body covered with fine dense whitish
pubescence beneath, with black hairs on dark blue vittae on pronotum.

Frons short, finely punctured along middle portion, and with a fine
median longitudinal sulcation, separating transverse and very finely punct-
ured clypeus by a deep transverse furrow, vertex sparsely punctured,
dully triangularly concave, occiput finely transversely rugulose, broad.
Antennal tubercles dully raised, antennae in male about twice as long as
body, scape short, fairly dilated and sharply produced ectoapically, finely
sparsely punctured, third to seventh minutely and acutely produced
laterally at apices, third and the succeeding joints carinate, and eleventh
compressed; relative length of each joint is as follows:- 2.3:0.5:5.5:
5.3:5.7:5.8:5:4.8:5:5,1:9, Prothorax broader than long, fairly
narrower at apex than at base, narrowly margined just behind apex and
before base, then transversely plicate in nine rows at apex and in six at
base and shallowly constricted just inside of both plicate collars, dully
tuberculate at side just behind apical collar and strongly sharply tuber-
culate laterally at middle; disc depressed at both side of median line
almost transversely finely plicate, but somewhat confluent at premedian
portion, interrupted and concentrated at middle, leaving a short post
median oblong impunctate area.  Scutellum triangular, finely punctulate,
somewhat rugulose at apex. Elytra a little broader than prothorax, 2.7
times as long as the basal width, almost straightly narrowed posteriorly
to conjointly narrowly rounded apex; disc very finely closely puntured
throughout, only excepting shortly transversely rugulose at basal sutural
area; gena punctured, temple irregularly rugulose, gula transversely plicate
and prosternum above procoxae longitudinally plicate, the rest of breast
and abdomen micropunctulate, only excepting additionally with shallow
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punctures on metasternum. Legs long and slender, femora coarsely
rugose and punctate, tibiae carinate and fore pair sparsely punctured,
tarsi abbreviated in fore pair, long at hind pair, first hind tarsal joint
nearly 1,5 times as long as the following two united together.

Length, 33 mm., width, 7 mm.

Holotype (Hayashi Coll.), male, Mamut Mine, alt. 1,500 m., South
East Base of Mt. Kinabalu, Sabah, Borneo, March 18-21, 1970, M. Hayashi
leg.; paratypes, 1 female, the same data as holotype; 1 male, Cameron
Highlands, Tanah Rata, Pahang, Malaysia, April 5, 1974, Y. Kiyoyama leg.
(Shibata Coll.).

This new species has once been reported by the present author
under the name of C. (C.) collinum Pascoe? It differs however from the
once named species in having larger body, almost transversely plicate
prothorax with two dark blue vittae covered with black pubescence on
disc, dark blue vittae on elytra, punctured prosternum and black anten-
nae and legs with metallic violet or steel blue tint.

Tillomorphini
Clytellus westwoodi Pascoe subsp. malayanus subsp. nov.

An ant-like minute species; body strongly shining black, antennae
and legs pitchy reddish black, abdomen reddish black to black. Body
densely covered with silvery white pubescence at apices of elytra and
body beneath (excepting apical half of prosternum and second to fifth
abdominal segments) and additionally furnished with very sparse long
flying white hairs which are found around eyes, apex and sides of pro-
thorax, the side-bottoms of the median constriction and apical portions
of elytra.

Head narrow, frons separated by an arcuate carina from clypeus,
micropunctulate, dull, with a fine median carina extending backward
from the center of arcuate carina to narrow vertex between two distinct
small tubercles, vertex narrowly transversely convex and strongly inclined
posteriorly, gena short, one fourth as long as eye diameter and temples
cylindrical. Eyes strongly developed, almost occupying side of head.
Antennal tubercles not developed, antennae slender, surpassing the middle
of elytra; relative length of each joint is as follows:- 2:1:1.7:1.8:
2:1:1.8:1.7:1.6:1.7:2.6. Prothorax fairly longer than broad, broad-
est at apex, biconstricted behind apex, then narrowed posteriorly to
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basal distinct constriction, again widened a little backward to base which
is weakly biconstricted; disc strongly convex antemedially, very sparsely
finely punctured with strong lustre, with a very minute pair of white
pubescent markings just before base, which consist of several hairs only.
Scutellum narrow triangular. Elytra weakly constricted before middle,
distinctly broader than prothoracic apex, 2.5 times as long as the basal
width, gradually narrowed posteriorly to before middle constriction and
then roundly expanded laterally to conjointly rounded apex; disc biconvex
medioanterior and medioposterior portions, obliquely lineally foveolate at
the side bottoms of median constriction, and almost not punctured.

First abdominal segment longer than the remaining four segments united

together. Femora arcuate, pedunculate and clavate, mid tibia arcuate,
first hind tarsal joint shorter than the following two joints united toge-
ther.

Length, 5.5 mm., width, 1.3 mm.

Holotype (Shibata Coll.), male, Tanah Rata, Malaysia, January 21,
1976, Y. Kiyoyama leg.

This new species is closely allied to C. westwoodi Pascoe from
Borneo and Singapore, however, it differs from the latter in having smal-
ler body size, less convex premedian portion of pronotal disc, prothorax
strongly shining, instead of mat, not punctured basal halves of elytra,
instead of scarcely but distinctly punctured ones and elongate coarse
punctures on the side bottoms of median elytral constriction, instead of
longitudinal sulcations in westwoodi s. str.

Clytellus shibatai sp. nov.

Body black, shining; with cupreous tint on basal halves of elytra,
legs dark brownish black, mat, only excepting reddish clavate portions of
femora. Body furnished with long erect white hairs sparsely on the
median constriction and apices of elytra and covered with thin white
appressed pubescence on breast and first abdominal segment.

Head (incl. eyes) a little broader than prothoracic apex, frons
quadrate, shallowly sparsely punctured, arcuately separating clypeus at
apex, with a shallow longitudinal median line, vertex narrow with two
small angulate tubercles between closely set antennal tubercles, occiput
short; eyes oblong, 3.5 times as long as gena below it. Antennae a
little shorter than body, scape thickened and arched, relative length of
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each joint is as follows:- 2,3:1:1.7:2.3:2.5:2.5:2:2:2.2:2.1:3,
Prothorax 1.8 times as long as the apical width (ratio, 4.5) narrowly
margined just behind apex and before base, again constricted at base of
apical quarter, (4), then narrowed posteriorly to strong constriction at
apex of basal quarter (2.7) and again widened to base (3.4); disc strongly
convex antemedially, and weakly so basally, impunctate and strongly
shining. Scutellum narrow triangular, shallowly pubescent. Elytra fairly
broader than prothorax, 2,45 times as long as the basal width, shallowly
constricted just behind of basal quarter, then gradually widened posterior-
ly to base of apical one third, and again narrowed to conjointly rounded
apex; disc furnished with a pair of dull longitudinal carinae behind base
and very coarsely deeply punctured chiefly on the carinae, the surround-
ings of basal halves and sides of median depression, impunctate on apical
halves and very shallowly finely punctulate at apical portions of elytra.
Prosternum very coarsely punctured. '

Length, 5.5 mm., width, 1.5 mm.

Holotype (Shibata Coll.), female, Maxwell’s Hill, Malaysia, May 22,
1975, Y. Kiyoyama leg.

Clytellus kiyoyamai sp. nov.

Body black, shining; elytra with cupreous green tint, legs dark
blackish brown with reddish clavate portions of femora. Body covered
with dense white appressed pubescence at sides of prothoracic base, apex
of scutellum, apices of elytra, pro- and mesosterna, sides of metasternum
and first abdominal segment, and also furnished with a few long erect
white hairs at the bottom of median depression of elytra and with scarce
dark hairs on head and elytra. ‘

Head (incl. eyes) slightly broader than prothoracic apex, frons a
little longer than wide, punctured, with an illdefined median longitudinal
impression, separating clypeus by two oblique lines and genae by lateral
fine longitudinal carinae, vertex narrow with two small triangular tuber-
cles, occiput transversely coarsely rugose, gena short, longitudinally rugu-
lose. Eyes oblong, three times as long as gena below it. Antennae
rather stout, fairly shorter than. body, scape stout and thickened, third
to tenth weakly thickened at apices: rclative length of each joint is as
follows:- 2:0.8:1.6:1.7:1.7:1.6:1.4:1.3:1.3:1.3:2.4. Protho-
rax narrowly margined just behind apex and before base, broadest at
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apex, narrowed posteriorly to strong constriction at apex of basal quarter,
then widened to base; disc strongly convex medioapically, almost impun-
ctate and strongly shining. Scutellum narrow, elongate tongue-shaped.
Elytra fairly broader than prothorax, 2.6 times as long as the basal
width, distinctly constricted just before middle and roundly expanded
laterally at medioposterior portion and terminated to conjointly rounded
apices, disc furnished with five rows of deep clongate coarse punctures
and a pair of strong longitudinal crests behind base, the inner most along
suture, second on the crests, third to the outer most {ifth at the sides
of median depression, and very sparsely punctulate on the rest, especially
on medioposterior convexity. Breast covered with dense pubescence
lacking coarse punctures.

Clytellus viridipennis sp. nov.

Body black shining, elytra with cupreous green tint, body beneath
dark reddish bromn, and legs entirely pitchy reddish black. Body
covered with dense whitish fulvous pubescence on frons, basal band of
prothorax, scutellum and apical half of prosternum, with white pubescen-
ce on elytral apices, basal half of prosternum, meso- and metasterna, first
and second abdominal segments, and with finer and sparser white pubes-
cence on third to fifth abdominal segments, sides of femora and dorsal
surface of tarsi, and furnished with very scarce white hairs on body.

Head narrower than prothoracic apex, frons trapezoidal, separating
clypeus by a transverse parenthesis impression, with a fine median longi-
tudinal line extending backward to a sharp, narrow concavity between
two small triangular tubercles on vertex, occiput short, concave behind
vertex. Antennae shorter than body, fairly surpassing middle of elytra,
scape short, thickened and sparsely punctured; relative length of each
joint is as follows:- 2 :1:15:1.8:2:1.8:1.6:1.5:1.5:1.4:2.7.
Prothorax 1.7 times as long as the maximum width at apex, almost
straightly narrowed posteriorly to the narrowest constriction at apex of
basal quarter, then widened shortly to base; dise roundly convex before
middle, with numerous short, rather broad, longitudinal sulcations at the
bottom of the constriction, strongly shining without punctures. Scutellum
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elongate, narrow triangular. Elytra fairly broader than prothoracic apex,
twice as long as the basal width, weakly constricted just before middle,
then arcuately expanded at side and narrowed posteriorly to conjointly
rounded apex; disc convex bchind base and behind middle, very coarsely
and longitudinally deeply punctured behind base to median constriction,
the punctures becoming finer and sparser on medioposterior portion.
Femora pedunculate, clavate and strangulate before apices.
